UPDATE: Turkana Well Project Andrew Jit, Missions Minister

Water is a basic need that | often taken for granted. But after visiting Africa, | am
reminded how blessed | am to be able to go to the tap and have clean flowing water!

My trip to Kenya was a truly humbling experience—particularly walking around in 110+
degree weather and wondering how anything can grow or survive. | want to let you know
that things are growing and people are surviving due to the generous support and love of
First Christian Church, who gave a little and have made a big impact in people’s lives by
giving the gift of water to the Turkana village people in Kenya.

The missions team visited Joseph’s well and

we are thrilled to say that it is fully operational
and serving the church community. The well is

| located about a 10 minute drive from the church,
where the underground springs flow. Located

1 next to the well is the garden which has 99 plots
that have produce growing on them. Powered
by solar panels, the well allows the water to flow
through the garden. The garden plots are first
given to the widows and orphans of the com-
munity and then divided up amongst those who
need it most. Not only have we helped them receive flowing water, but we have allowed
them to receive the true living water as Joseph holds a weekly Bible study at the garden.
The church community was so appreciative of us coming to visit them and for all that we
have done to enable them to have water. They wanted our team to take the message back
to First Christian Church that they are thankful for their generosity and love that we have
shown them.

One highlight for our team was the chance to dig an
African-style well, but more importantly, knowing that in a
few weeks a garden will be created, cared for and a com-
munity can receive a basic need that will change their lives.
| There are a total of four wells we have been able to build
for the Turkana people, unfortunately we were unable to

§ visit any of the others but will be updating you with pictures
once they are working.

We are blessed to have Godly missionaries on the field, so
please remember Chad and Kara and their family as they
serve the Turkana people and help empower the church
leaders to reach the lost for Christ.
