Late, But Just In Time! 
Just a quick thanks to those of you who were able to move to the 
first Sunday morning service for the summer in order to free-up  
parking for our guests who come to the later services. We realize 
this is a temporary fix but it will give us the time we need to get the 
new parking lot in.

I am also excited to share with you some other incredible news.  
Beginning on Sunday, September 19 we will launch a brand new 

fourth worship service. We have taken months to pray and plan and pray some more about 
this new service. The start time for this service will be Sunday night from 6:00-7:15 PM.  
Yes, you read that right – PM, not AM! We are calling this new service Late Church.  

Late Church will offer all the same worship elements as our 
regular Sunday morning church services. We will worship, 
we will celebrate communion, take up offering and hear the 
exact same sermon preached on Sunday morning. What are 
the differences? The main difference will be, we are adding 15 
minutes to the service which will allow us to spend more time 
in praise and worship. Another difference will be a little more 
casual environment. I plan on taking a stab at preaching from 
an outline instead of a manuscript and you might even catch 
me in a Hawaiian shirt! All the same child care option we offer 
on Sunday mornings will be offered during Late Church. 

Let me share with you the philosophy behind this new  
service. We realize there are many people who work on  
Sunday mornings who cannot attend church when we offer it. 
We believe this will give us a chance to minister to and connect 
people with the Lord who otherwise would not be able to come. 
We also realize there many be people who would love to have 
their Sunday mornings for the family and then come to church 
together that night. This fourth service will also help us redirect some of the traffic flow to 
another time slot so our parking lots will not be such a headache on Sunday mornings. We 
also know this will allow the church to grow as we will be able to reach out to more people.

Our leadership would like to ask you for a couple of things. Would you pray for this new 
adventure! We know this is a step of faith and we have and will continue to pray for God’s 
leading. Our sole goal is to glorify Christ and lead others to Him. The second thing I would 
like you to begin thinking about would be, if you think Late Church would be an option for 
you and your family. We need to “seed” this service with at least 200 people. I believe this 
service is going to strike a cord with many people but we need to have a bigger crowd or the 
room will swallow us up. We will be giving out frequent updates about Late Church during 
the summer. At some point we will be asking for volunteers to try out this service.  

I have to admit, I am totally excited about this service and a wee bit nervous. I guess  
anytime you try something out of the box for God there will always be a few butterflies!  
I am so thankful to be part of a church who thinks outside the box when it comes to reaching 
lost people with the Gospel. Thanks for your prayers and for your love of First Christian.
